UNA-RUSSIA

As is well known, on the occasion
of the approach of 3rd Millennium,
on 6th-8th September, 2000 in New
York the largest meeting in history of
world leaders took place, where 147
heads of states and governments,
representatives of 191 countries of
the world — members of the United
Nations gathered. At the meeting the
Millennium Declaration was approv-
ed, which was signed on behalf of
Russia by the country’s President
V.V. Putin.

The Declaration became a basis
for the formulation of the Millennium
Development Goals (MDGs). The
target date for the valuation of re-
sults of efforts for the achievement
was set to be 2015. The preliminary

2005.

The Millennium Development Go-
als themselves are of an indicative
character. In total eight main goals
were outlined, which the international
community of the states should aspi-
re to achieve by 2015. Among them:
to eradicate extreme poverty and
hunger, achieve universal primary
education, promote gender equality
and empower women, reduce child
mortality, improve maternal health
and reduce mortality among pregn-

ant women, combat HIV/AIDS, tube-
reulosis, malaria and other diseases,
ensure environmental sustainability
and, finally, develop a global partn-
ership for development.

For each of these Goals the para-
meters, which mankind should achie-
ve in 2015, were determined. Among
them — by 2015 reduce by half the
proportion of people living on less
than a dollar a day, reduce by two
thirds the mortality rate among chil-
dren under five and by three quarters
— the mortality rates among pregnant
women, by 2015 halt the spread of
HIV/AIDS and other diseases and
begin to reverse the spread of num-
bers of people infected, halving the
numbers of the people who are not
having constant and sustainable ac-
cess to the clean drinking water and
other parameters.

The Millennium Development Go-
als cannot be mechanically transfer-
red into any state in the way in which
they are formulated in the UN docu-
ments. Undoubtedly, they are seen
differently in the USA and Germany
in comparison to, say, Argentina and
the Republic of South Africa or Su-
dan and Papua New Guinea. It was
initially supposed, that MDGs should
be adapted for specific conditions of
each country, including Russia. For
example, if the parameter of extre-
me poverty in the least developed

countries was chosen to be a dollar
per person per day, then in Russia
the people with incomes lower than
subsistence minimum will be among
the poor people.

The United Nations Association of
Russia (UNA-Russia) in 2004 came
forward with an initiative to devote
one of the annual reports of the UN
Development Programme (UNDP) on
development of human potential to
the problem of adaptation of MDGs
to conditions within Russia. This in-
itiative has been supported by the
UNDP management that coordinates
activity of the specialized organiza-
tions of the United Nations in Russ-
ia, and also by the Russian federal
authorities, which rendered effective
support and help to the group of ex-
perts of UNDP.

Shortly after publication of the
report in Russia the priority national
projects Education, Health, Agricul-
tural development and Inexpensive
and convenient housing for the Rus-
sian citizens emerged. It is planned
to carry out measures within the fr-
amework of the priority national pr-
ojects, the implementation of which
will simultaneously promote both the
accomplishment of these projects
and the MDGs, adapted to conditio-
ns within Russia. Organic connection
between the priority national projects
and MDGs is felt rather clearly.

In the Association we recognize
that after adaptation of MDGs to the
conditions within Russia, and to its
individual regions, it would be nece-
ssary to encourage in every possible
way the development of regional pla-
ns and programs of realization of na-
tional projects in close coordination
with adapted MDGs at the regional
level with the participation of repre-
sentatives of local authorities, busi-
ness communities and the organiza-
tions of civil society. Nowadays for
such cooperation a good methodol-
ogical and conceptual base, capable
of giving it purposefulness, efficiency
and to bring practical results to the
population was created.

Now UNA-Russia suggests ma-
king the next initiative step in assi-
stance for the realization of priority
national projects and achievement of
MDGs. | would like to welcome and
support the initiative to begin the pu-

blication of annual reports of UNA-
Russia, devoted to important aspects
of the United Nations activity as they
are seen in Russia.

The first annual report of UNA-
Russia is planned to be devoted to
the analysis of opportunities and ge-
neralisation of experience of foreign
economic relations realisation in the
regions as an additional tool for nat-
ional projects realisation and MDGs
achievement at a regional level. Pr-
eparation of such annual reports will
demand greater efforts, serious or-
ganizational work, in-depth studies
and considerable means. It is the
first experience, and we would most
like to count on serious assistance
from the heads of subjects of feder-
ation to this project.

Some regions of Russia have their
own foreign representations, receive
financial injections from internation-
al organizations, and carry out joint
projects with foreign partners. It se-
ems to us, that the serious analysis
of opportunities available here could
activate reserves that regions have,
would help business to reach new
horizons, strengthen the internatio-
nal communications and contacts of
regions in various areas, and most
importantly — to accelerate achieve-
ment of MDGs and priorities of nati-
onal development.

At the given stage the authors of
the report would like to identify av-
ailable potential in increasing the
local and regional budgets going to
the achievement of MDGs and rea-
lization of national projects, due to
the appropriate organization of for-
eign economic relations of regions,
promotion of the social responsibility
of business, encouragement and su-
pport of local business and its for-
eign trade activities with the aim of
the joint resolution of key problems
of regions.

It appears that the publication of
such UNA-Russia annual report will
become a useful contribution of our
association into the work of MDGs re-
alization in the Russian Federation. At
the present session of the “round tab-
le» we have an opportunity to discuss
not only the concept of such a report,
but also make requests to the authors
concerning its future contents.
